Later the following private libraries of a similar kind were acquired: Katsumine Shinpu Collection （勝峯晋風文庫）, Kawanishi Waro Collection （川西和露文庫）, Kitada Shisui Collection （北田紫水文庫）, and also those of the late Drs.
